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Abram Listens to God (Genesis 12, 13, 15)
 
Main Point: When we have faith, we will listen to God and obey Him.

Key Verse: Abraham had faith. So he obeyed God. God called him to go to a place he would later receive as his own. So he went. He did it even though he didn't know where he was going. - Hebrews 11:8

Materials: a sandwich bag filled with sand, one piece of paper, plastic spoon
Personal Connection:
·      Say:  Abram’s life story is a story of faith. It is a picture of what can happen if you believe God’s promises. Leader, feel free to share one of God’s promises that has impacted your life because you trusted in it, or share a promise that you lean on daily. Your kids need to hear your story of faith.
Hands on Application & Discussion:
·      Say: I have a bag of sand here. Scoop out a spoonful of sand. How long do you think it would take to count the grains of sand in this spoon? Dump the spoonful of sand on the paper. Allow students to start counting. After a few minutes, Say: It might take an hour to count the grains in just this one spoonful! How long would it take to count all the grains in this bag? What about if this entire room were filled with sand? Could you ever count all the grains of sand on the beach?
    ·      Say: God promised Abram that he would have more children, grand children, and great grand children than 

there were grains of sand on the seashore (Genesis 22:17). Remember, when God first mentioned these 


promises to Abram, Abram and his wife were very old (older than most of your grandparents) and they 


had never had children. Do you think that it was 
easy or difficult for Abram to believe God's promise?



Do you think you would have believed God?
·      Say: Abram had the faith to believe that God could and would do exactly what He promised! Do you think God’s promise come true? Yes! It did come true and is still coming true. There are over 13 million descendants of Abraham living all over the world right now. That doesn't include those who have passed away or the millions more that will be born in the future! God ALWAYS keeps His promises!

•
Ask: Do you always believe God’s promises? When is it most difficult to believe God’s promises? Say: It is so important for us to believe God’s promises. Trusting God gives us peace and strength in hard times. Trusting God helps us obey Him when it seems difficult to do so. Here is the amazing part: Having the faith to believe God is not something we have to come up with on our own – in fact we can’t. Faith is a gift from God! (Ephesians 2:8) All we have to do is ask God for the faith we need. Let’s open our Bibles and turn to Mark 9:24. Have a volunteer read the verse aloud. This man asked for the faith to believe that Jesus could heal his son. Now let’s turn to Luke 17:5. Have a volunteer read the verse aloud. Even the disciples asked for more faith! God wants you to ask Him when you need more faith to believe His promises. This will help you to live the fruitful kingdom life God wants for you.
Conversation with God (Prayer): Pray that your children will live in the certainty that God ALWAYS keeps His promises. Boldly ask God to give each student and yourself more faith. Fill in the prayer journal and close in prayer.
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
